*COR610 reports are run with the following parameters:

1. As of Date = “@”

2. Report format = “D”

3. All Empe Eff Dates = “N”

4. Include Earnings = “Y” (If you maintain Additional Earnings)

5. Print SSN = “Y”

6. Include Vacancies = “Y”

7. Include Accounts = “Y”

1.  Salary & Benefit Projection Tool:  This model can quickly project salary and benefits at your command.  Runtime parameters allow you to enter the percentages of increase or decrease, as well as the percentages for mandatory costs, all in positive decimal format.  A summary is shown which includes the total cost of increase/decrease by bargaining unit.  This is handy especially when you need that number ASAP and you don’t have the time to stream a SAR610 or SAR655 overnight.

2. Examining the cost of Interim Vacancies:  This model can help to estimate budget savings in the current year from interim vacancies, or “temporary” vacancies.  This model shows vacancies with an end date other than “99/99/9999.”  The table is sorted by end date.  Summaries include total cost by account number, by object, and by bargaining unit.
3. Fte by Goal for Interim Reporting: This is a simple model that is used to report the FTE by goal as required on the Unaudited Actuals Program Cost Report (SACS).
PYR530 MODEL

1. Summary of Earn Type by Pty:  This is a good tool to help when trying to balance in the New Payroll System.  The summary displays total dollars by Earn Type, then across by Pty.
